Out of around 250 members of lo-
cal SIGGRAPH almaost 100 are
members of local ACM and an-
other 55 are members of national
ACM,

Following excerpts were taken
from an article in the Chapters Net-
work a newslefter of the Chapters
Committee of the ACM from a pre-
sentation by John White, ACM
praesident at ACMs 25th anniversary
in October 1990,

The Association for Comput-
ing Machinery is officially an edu-
cational andscientific organization,
not a professional society, initicted
to develop the integrity of the pro-
fessional and the scholarship of in-
dividuals within the profession. I1's
purposes are: to advance the sci-
ences and arts of information pro-
cessing: fo promote the free inter-
change of information among
specidiists and the public; and 1o
develop and mdaintainthe Integrity
and competence of individuals
engaged in the practice of infor-
mation processing.

ACMwillbe governedbya 15-
member council in 1991. There are
seven boards in charge of asso-
ciation activities. The Chapters
Board coocrdinates and guides the
activities of 100 regular chapters,
500 students Chapters and numer-
ous Local SIGS (of which Local
SIGGRAPH LA, is one). One pro-
gram provided by ACMtothe ACM
Chapters and SIGs is a Lectureship
programwhich providesforspeaker
assistance.

The Problem

American educationin math-
ematics and science is facing a
serious crisis, . More than half the
schoolsinthe United States offerno
advanced courses in mathematics
and science, and nearly one-third
of existing science teachers are in-
adequately prepared. In the next
decade, alarge fraction of existing
teachers will retire, and there is vir-
tually no prospect ofreplacingthem
with qualified teachers because of
drastically declining enroliments in
teacher training programs. As a
result, most school children are at
risk of becoming scientifically illiter-
atfe citizens at a time when science
and technology play an increas-
ingly importantrole in everydaylife.

The Approach

There is no simple solution to
the problem os scientific llliteracy,
but Profect MATHEMATICS! s mak-
ing a significant contribution.
